	Consultation responses: 

· A request to confirm that the lagoon is empty and clean before waste from this deployment are stored. Applicant has confirmed storage lagoons will be empty before waste from this deployment is stored. 

· A request that buffer zones in fields  0920M, 0920S and 0920W are sufficient so nutrients do not enter the nearby water courses. The buffer zones in place by the water courses are 10 meters and complies with the SRP.
 
· A request not to mix two separate wastes prior to spreading. Within the ABS it mentions waste streams Bwlchmawr farmyard slurry & DAF liquid from this deployment may be mixed if ground conditions are unsuitable to spread on the day and stored in the lagoon. A mixing calculator has been provided. The ratios will not over apply nutrients i.e. N, P, K or any PTE when combined as seen in the nutrient calculator. 

	MyMap and location assessment: 

· [bookmark: _Hlk102557404]Fields 0920M, 0920S and 0920W contain a series of drains. There are buffer zones to prevent nutrients entering the water network. 

· Fields 0920W 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 have areas that are steeply sloping 12o+. EWC 02 02 01 & 02 01 06 have been classified as non-stackable meaning the risk of surface runoff is high. Applicant has removed liquid wastes from steeply sloping land. 

· Fields 8161, 1 ,2 ,3 ,4, 5, 6, 8, 9 & 5759 have areas that are moderately sloping (7-12o ).    Justification of spreading and mitigation measures for these areas have been requested in the RFI. Applicant has justified spreading on these areas. 

· Field heap (XY 256374,242188) is correctly positioned on flat land following TGN 8.01 box 2.1.1.  




	Protection of habitats and ecosystems

· Lowland dry acid grassland and Lowland calcareous grassland borders field 5,6 & 7. 10 meter buffer zone now in place from RFI response. 

· Lowland heath borders field 9137. 10 meter buffer zone now in place from RFI response.

· Ancient woodland borders close to field 2. The border is buffered by 10 meters. 


	Agricultural benefit calculations:

Fields 9137, 0920S 0920M, 8 & 9  have a soil index value of 1 for phosphorus which is below optimum. These fields will receive an additional 31 kg/ha of P from both DAF liquid & DAF cake. Dunbia lairage will add an additional 19 kg/ ha of P. The purpose of this is to raise the soil index value closer to optimum levels. The increase in levels comply with RB209 Section 3, pg10 for grass silage with 2 cuts. (95 kg/ha). 

Because fields 9137, 0920S 0920M, 8, 9 & 10  are below optimum levels the available nutrients of phosphorus (50%) was used to calculate the amount of phosphate added to the soil instead of the total phosphorus value in the nutrient calculator. This follows RB209 guidance Section 2 (page 12). 

Waste streams Bwlchmawr farmyard slurry & DAF liquid from this deployment may be mixed if ground conditions are unsuitable to spread on the day and stored in the lagoon as stated in the ABS. A mixing calculator has been provided. The ratios will not over apply nutrients i.e. N, P, K or any PTE when combined. The mixing ratios are available on the nutrient calculator.  *Note the available phosphate amount was used to calculate the amount of phosphate added to the soil as most fields were below optimum levels (2). This follows Guidance stated in RB209 Section 2 page 12*

Bwlch Mawr slurry has a RAN of 34%. As the whole of Wales is now designated as a NGZ, closed periods for applying this waste apply. The closed period of 15th-31st Jan appear in the ABS and comply with the guidance stated in Nitrate Vulnerable Zones in Wales. 




	Request for information:

1. The county parish holding (CPH) number stated in the LPD1 form (55 294 0046) for all fields do not match our records. Applicant has provided  the correct CPH numbers.

2. The lists of waste table in the LPD1 does not include the waste producer & permit number of the individual waste streams. Applicant has provided the location and permit number for the waste streams.

3. [bookmark: _Hlk102048801]Waste stream Bwlch Mawr slurry (EWC 02 01 06) is defined as non-stackable on the ‘about waste table’ on the LPD1 form yet the ‘About the storage’ table states the waste stream will be stored in a field heap. Applicant has confirmed that the slurry is non-stackable and will be stored in a bunded/sealed lagoon relevant to this deployment.

4. Waste streams  02 02 04 & 02 02 01 have been described as effluents (liquid) in the ‘about wastes’ table yet their physical form has been identified as stackable wastes (solid). Applicant has clarified the physical forms of the wastes while stating the suitable storage method for the waste streams.

5. The LPD1 supplement document does not include details of field 5759 ( grid refence, field size & waste to be spread) but is shown in the site map. Applicant has instructed this field to be removed from the deployment and an updated site plan has been submitted.

6. [bookmark: _Hlk102056658]Making clear the best practices for EWC 02 02 04, 02 02 01 & 02 01 06 from  TGN 8.01. Applicant has confirmed that the best practises will be followed for the spreading of these wastes.

7. Outlining that the waste streams must be injected into the soil. Applicant has confirmed liquid and malodorous wastes from the abattoir will be shallow injected.

8.  The waste streams in this deployment are odorous in nature. Provide a site specific odour management plan. Applicant has provided the OMP which goes into sufficient detail of potential receptors, the odour sources risk management, monitoring odour and the complaints procedures in place.

9. In the LPD1 form it mentions EWC 02 01 06 (farm slurry) is to be stored in tanks. Confirm that the tanks will be clean and empty before waste is filled in the tanks as leftover slurry left over in the tanks from previous storage could change the properties of the waste. Applicant has confirmed that the slurry tanks will be emptied before new slurry is stored.

10. In the submitted site plan named ‘2.2 Map Tower Hill East’ it mentions the storage site ( 255216, 243328) type as a lagoon yet the LPD1 form mentions the storage type as a tank. Applicant has clarified the storage type to be a bunded/sealed lagoon.


11. The submitted site plan does not state the distance of the implemented no spread buffer zones located in fields 0920M, 0920S and 0920W, 9137 & 2. Applicant has clarified that the no spread zone has not been defined in meters in field 0920W as it was implemented due to unsuitable vegetation cover and has provided a satellite image of this vegetation. Fields 0920M 0920S & 2 have 10 meter buffer zones. Field 9137 has a 2 meter buffer zone to keep a public pathway clear.

12. [bookmark: _Hlk102039933]Fields 5, 6 & 7 border a protected habitat buffered. Applicant has updated the site plan to show a 10 buffer zone.

13.  Field 9137 borders a protected habitat that has not been buffered. Applicant has updated the site plan to show the 10 meter buffer zone.


14. Two different X Y coordinates have been provided for the same storage location for Tower Hill on the LPD1 form (255216, 243328) versus the submitted site map (255230,243346). Applicant has confirmed the correct grid reference to be  255230, 243346.

15. Remove all steeply sloping areas seen in red below from the deployment. Applicant has compromised by removing liquid wastes from high sloping land to reduce the surface runoff risk. An updated site plan has been submitted.

16. Justify the reasoning for spreading wastes on moderately sloping areas. Applicant has sufficiently justified spreading wastes on the moderately sloping land and has outlined the mitigation measures in place to reduce surface runoff.

17. As wastes may be mixed from this deployment confirm this is for operational purposes only. Applicant has confirmed if the wastes are mixed it will be for operational purposes only.

18. In the ABS it states there is an nitrogen vulnerable zone (NVZ) located within the fields in this deployment. Our checks concluded this in not the case. Applicant has clarified most of Wales is now classified as an NVZ. No action needed.

19. In the ABS it mentioned when the waste will be spread but not how often. Applicant has provided more details into when the waste will be spread such as in dry weather conditions and after silage cuts (2 cuts).
