Complaints (via 24/7 emergency line via Incident Comms. Centre)

On the 15th May 2015 a report was received in relation to a minor spill of oil on Rhaslas Pond. An investigation was carried out and it was found that a fault had occurred on MA’s water abstraction pump, which resulted in some oil being displaced from the spill tray underneath the pump. The impact on the pond was not significant and measures have since been taken by MA to prevent a further occurrence. A warning letter was issued by NRW for this incident. 

The report also raised concerns about ‘little winged nesting plover’ birds in the area. These are a Schedule 1 protected species under the 1981 Wildlife and Countryside Act and it is an offence to disturb any breeding sites. (These type of offences are enforced by the Police). Jet ski’s had been observed at Rhaslas pond on weekends and there is a duty of care on the land owner to try and restrict access where possible. MA were advised and have made efforts to do this.
