The site was largely clean and tidy and the operative appeared to be running the site well. When I was on site he stopped a member of the public throwing black bags into one of the skips. He informed him that all waste had to be pre-segregated before entering site. 

 

He then told another member of the public to leave a black bag on the step as he was about to throw it into the skip. The only issue I would have with this is that the operative appeard to be under the impression he was then to split the bag manually and segregate before disposing of the waste into the skips. 

 

I would like to take this opportunity to remind you that the splitting of black bags does not yet form part of the permitted operations.

 

The only issues identified on site was a slight blocking of the drains on site with fallen leaves.

 

B3-Infrastructure - Site Drainage Engineering (clean & foul) category 4 breach against permit condition 1.1.1

 

The drains were partially blocked by debris from the trees next door, this resulted in the lower section of the yard becoming slightly flooded.
