Dear Dr Ash,

Thank you for your application received on 24/03/22. We need more information from you before we can continue to process your application. 


1. CPH numbers have not been provided for fields all fields. The CPH number provided only covers fields 6042, 5569, 6858, 8153, 9748, 1057. The rest of the fields are covered by separate CPH numbers.

ACTION: provide the correct CPH number for each field included in this application. 

2. Land ownership- the details of the landowner or occupier given in the application do not match our records for the fields you have submitted.
The CPH number you have provided does not appear to belong to Mr Dafydd Davies, and of the fields provided I have found 4 separate owners.  

ACTION: Provide the correct landowners/occupiers and consent for all fields in your application.     

3. In your application you have not submitted evidence whether the land onto which the specified waste is to be spread has been assessed to fall within scope of an environmental impact assessment (Agriculture) (Wales) Regulations 2017 as semi-natural (habitat).

ACTION: Submit suitable evidence that fields have been assessed as to whether they contain any semi-natural habitat and if so that a Welsh Government opinion has been applied for. 

4. Fields 1057, 4105, and 8614 contain sloped areas above 7-12 degrees and in some cases above 12 degrees. CoGAP recognises a steep slope as any slope above 7 degrees. I have attached maps showing the fields and the areas of slope (yellow areas are between 7-12 degrees, red areas are slopes at or above 12 degrees). Each of these field slopes leads outside of the designated spread areas and/or into a sensitive receptor such as a water course, building, water issue or drain.

ACTION: Remove the areas of slope in these fields to mitigate the risk of runoff of waste outside of intended spread area and into sensitive receptors (listed above). 

5. Storage C is listed as a field heap outside of the spread area, this storage location was used in the previous deployment PAN-013609.  The Water Resources (Control of Agricultural Pollution) (Wales) Regulations 2021 (and previously The Nitrate Pollution Prevention (Wales) Regulations 2013 (NVZ rules)) does not allow temporary field heaps to be located in any single position for more than 12 consecutive months or located in the same place as an earlier one constructed within the last two years.

ACTION: Please amend this storage location to a compliant area. 

6. Waste lagoon storage- in the application form LPD1 you have stated that waste will be stored in tanks. However, in your agricultural benefit statement you have called the storage tanks “lagoons”. You have also stated that some waste may be stored in a mix in slurry lagoons. 
i) Is the winter slurry storage the same as the storage included in your application? 
ii) Are the tanks in your LPD1 slurry lagoons or slurry tanks? 
iii) If using slurry lagoons for storage, will the lagoons be free of all other slurry not included in this deployment?
iv) Are the lagoons in constant use?

ACTION: Please answer the above questions to clarify waste storage and usage. 

7. In you Agricultural Benefit statement you mentioned providing mixing ratios for your application to allow assessment of your application if wastes were mixed in storage. However, I have been unable to locate this in the documentation you have attached. I have only been able to find waste interpretations for the highest spread rate for each waste stream. 

ACTION: Provide the waste interpretations and mixing ratios as stated in your agricultural benefit statement. 

8. Spreading methods. In your Agricultural benefit statement you have stated you will use a hose application spreader for liquid wastes to minimise odour issues, followed by chain harrowing, however later on in your agricultural benefit statement, in operational factors you have stated that to mitigate the risk of run-off on gently sloping fields a low trajectory splash plate or dribble-bar may be used. 

ACTION: Please specify which method you intend to use definitively, if using a splash plate or dribble bar please provide additional mitigation for odour issues and an odour management plan.   

Please submit updated documents to reflect the requested amendments. 
Please supply the requested information by 06/05/22. Please note that the assessment of your deployment application has been put on hold as of today until we receive the requested information. The 25-working day assessment period will resume on receipt of all the requested information.

If we do not receive the requested information by the date above, then we may treat your application as having been withdrawn. If this happens you may lose your application fee.
