Brief Description of proposal:

New bespoke discharge permit application for a new trade discharge of a maximum of 2.5 cubic metres per day comprising of bike wash effluent from Bike Park Wales. The effluent will be treated by 2 separate silt traps and a horizontal reed bed to reduce suspended solids, nutrient concentrations and any oils and greases prior to discharging into the Nant Graig. This replaces an existing unregulated bike wash discharge which has been causing an adverse impact on the Nant Graig watercourse. The new discharge will be made via an existing outfall currently used for the regulated treated sewage discharge at the site.
