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Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Dolafon operated by Mr Guy Hanscomb.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-003353.
The permit number is EPR/BB3191ZV
The permit regulates the new discharge of a maximum of 1 cubic metres per day of domestic sewage effluent from a package treatment plant built to British Standard BS 12566 to the Nant Iago. The system will serve a single domestic property and replaces a septic tank in the neighbouring property whose infiltration system was failing.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes according to TGN EPR 7.01. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.

Annex 2: Consultation responses 

	Response received from

	Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig

	Brief summary of issues raised

	The outflow of the proposed treated sewage discharge falls within a Dŵr Cymru Welsh Water (DCWW) drinking water catchment “Usk as Prioress Mill” which is designated as a Drinking Water Protected Area under Article 7 of the Water Framework Directive.  This article requires the UK to protect drinking water sources.  Section 7.3 states that the aim is “to avoid deterioration in water quality which may lead to additional purification treatment being required.”  No further comments as assume compliance and best practice guidelines will be followed. 

	Summary of actions taken or show how this has been covered

	On issue, the permit will ensure the following : -
1. That the applicant installs a British Standard package treatment plant which will be capable of achieving the required 20mg/l Ammonia and BOD and 30mg/l suspended solids quality.
1. The permit has  a condition that stipulates that the treatment plant will need to be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s guidelines. 
1. If granted, a permit will have conditions to ensure the discharge is monitored by the operator on a regular basis to ensure compliance with the ‘no adverse impact / no visible oil and grease conditions’. As the regulator NRW will monitor this discharge for compliance on an adhoc basis but due to the very small volume (and low risk it poses) any granted permit will not have numeric emission limits that the operator will need to comply with. Any adverse impact (pollution incident) that is reported to NRW will be investigated and appropriate action will be taken.
1. If the plant fails the operator will need to ensure swift action is taken to seal the unit to prevent any further pollution occurring and take remedial action to resolve the issue that has caused the plant to fail.
