The qualification proposed by the operator is sufficient for the activity.

	Relevant Convictions


	 
The National Enforcement Database has been checked to ensure that all relevant convictions have been declared.  

Relevant convictions were found and declared in the application. 

The incident of pollution took place while spreading the digestate under the PAS 100  quality protocol onto the land. The spreading wasn’t under a regulated activity. However the operator still needed to follow CoGAP (Code of good agricultural practice) in applying this material and in this instance they did not. 

It is unlikely the incident of pollution will happen under this permit. This permit is for waste storage only, and the operator has been storing this type of waste under an installation permit. There haven’t been any compliance issues against this permit. Therefore, we are satisified that the operator is compentent to manage the waste activity.

The operator satisfies the criteria in RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
