Natural Resources Wales permitting decisions

Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for Edlogan Wharf, Northern Headwall, Wrens Nest Development operated by Taylor Wimpey UK Limited.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-014880.
The permit number is EPR/XXXXXXXX.
The applicant has applied to discharge surface water run-off - rainwater from a construction site. The discharge will be treated by passing through a below-ground cellular storage structure up-gradient of the northern headwall before being pumped to a mixing tank to which coagulant and flocculant is added. It will then pass through a silt buster where the flocculant will settle and form a sediment at the base of the tank. Clean water will  be retained at the top of the tank and be discharged from the siltbuster at a maximum rate of 13.89 l/s, where silt matting will be placed down gradient of the headwall to allow additional “polishing” of the discharge.
  

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

· Suspended solids (measured after drying at 105oC) – 50 mg/l
· pH between 6 -9
· Aluminium – 1mg/l

The suspended solids limit has been set in line with current Water Quality Standards and to ensure good lagoon design/operation in accordance with NRW’s “Lagoon Guidance 2008”. The pH limit and Aluminium limit have been set to safeguard the receiving environment. The Aluminium limit is the MAC EQS Limit as specified in TGN 7.01.

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
