We have decided to grant the permit for Ty Gwyn Farm operated by Mr Stephen Davies.

The permit number is EPR/BB3194ZJ

The permit regulates an existing discharge of secondary treated sewage effluent; a maximum of 1.65 m3/day, treated by a new British Standard package treatment plant discharging into an unnamed tributary of the River Gavenny. The system serves a private 4 bed dwelling of Ty Gwyn Farm and the adjacent 1 bed coach house which was previously being served by a septic tank.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.

	

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the species has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the species.

We have not formally consulted  on the application.  The decision was taken in accordance with our guidance. 

	

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.
