	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has agreed to a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility.  
A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	The permit conditions

	Updating permit conditions during  consolidation.
	We have updated previous permit conditions to those in the new generic permit template as part of permit consolidation.  The new conditions have the same meaning as those in the previous permit(s).
The operator has agreed that the new conditions are acceptable.
	

	Waste types
	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 
We are satisfied that the operator can accept these waste as they were already permitted to accept them.

	

	Improvement conditions
	We consider that we need to impose improvement conditions.   
We have imposed improvement conditions to ensure that: 
· appropriate environment management systems are in place in line with our guidance to ensure compliance with all the permit conditions. 
· the appropriate measures are in place to prevent fire.
	

	Operating techniques
	We have specified that the operator must operate the permit in accordance with referenced operating techniques.  
These are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.

	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions. 
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Financial competence
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not be financially able to comply with the permit conditions. 
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
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
