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MUD & LITTER MANAGEMENT PLAN
1.0 PRINCIPLE
The purpose of this procedure it to ensure that any site operative working on the North Powys Bulking Facility site is aware of the procedures for the management of mud and litter.
2.0 SCOPE
This procedure covers the management of mud and litter at the facility.
3.0 RESPONSIBILITY
All site operatives are responsible for carrying out the procedures as detailed in Section 4 below. Any changes required are the responsibility of the Site Manager or designated person to update and re-issue the amended procedure.

4.0 Procedure

4.1 Mud Control and Minimisation Strategies

All waste management operations on the site will be undertaken to minimise mud outside the site  boundary.  Due  to  the  nature  of  the  wastes  accepted  at  the  facility  it  is  not  anticipated that mud will be generated at the facility. The main source of mud is anticipated  from  transfer on  vehicle  wheels.  All  site  operatives  must  follow  the mitigation measures proposed below:
· The  site  comprises  a  mix  of  impermeable  concrete  surfacing and tarmac roads.  These areas will be maintained  free of potholes and significant quantities of mud and debris;

· All vehicles will be covered when loads are entering and exiting the facility;

· Roads will be swept and cleaned whenever necessary; and

· In  the  event  that  mud,  debris  or  waste  arising  from  the  site  is  deposited  outside  the site, the affected area will be cleaned and traffic will be isolated from sources of mud and debris within the site.

Visual  inspections  will  be  carried  out  by  the Site  Manager and  site  operatives during  the working day, especially during wet weather conditions . The site manager would assess the need for remedial action and implement such action where necessary.
4.2 Litter Control and Minimisation Strategies
All waste management operations on the site will be undertaken to minimise windblown litter outside  the  site  boundary. Due  to  the  nature  of  the  wastes  accepted  at  the  facility  it  is  not anticipated that excessive litter will be generated at the facility. 

However, all site operatives must follow the mitigation measures proposed below:

· Waste acceptance procedures will ensure that only authorised wastes are accepted;
· Vehicles delivering waste to the site will be covered or sheeted to prevent the littering of waste;
· A daily inspection and litter pick of the site and perimeter will take place. The findings of the visual inspection will be recorded in the site diary;
· Any  excessive  litter  material  at  the facility  or  on  the  highways  will  be  cleared  as required
All waste management operations shall be carried out in a manner to ensure that windblown litter is prevented from escaping the site.
On-site  inspections for  litter  shall  be made regularly  and more frequently  as necessary.  All on-site inspections shall be recorded in the site diary.
5.0 Health & safety

All  site  operatives  will  work  with  due  regard  to  all  relevant  Health  and  Safety  Regulations currently in existence relevant to operations on site. All site operatives have a duty of care to report anyone who does not comply with the relevant Health and Safety Regulations to the Site Manager.
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
