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1.0 PRINCIPLE

This section identifies the key document which contains the operating and treatment procedures currently being implemented on the site. 

2.0 RESPONSIBILITY

All site operatives are responsible for carrying out the procedures as detailed. Any changes required are the responsibility of the Site Manager to update and re-issue the amended procedure. 

3.0 Site operating and Treatment Procedures 

The objective of the activities is to bulk the following waste types for transfer off site for further recovery or disposal: 
· Mixed plastic and cans;

· Mixed paper;

· Glass; 

· Small WEEE;

· Textiles;

· Household batteries;

· Green waste;

· AHP; and

· non-recyclable residual.
All waste vehicles will be directed to the appropriate waste tipping/storage or collection areas. An operator whenever possible will carry out a visual and olfactory inspection on the loads for any contaminants before allowing the vehicle to discharge their loads prior to exiting the site.

At the waste processing areas the following operations may be carried out:

· bulking; and
· storage.
All materials accepted onto the site will be stored in designated containers/bays as appropriate.

The recovered materials will then be transferred off site for recovery. Any residual materials will be transported off site for disposal.
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
