	Any more accurate information on the matters for notification under Part A.
	The inlet to Cyclone 5, part of the system within the preheater tower, on level 6, had earlier in the year been found worn and an external plate repair was applied to this area to prevent the chance of future emissions and to control process issues.

However despite checks in this area the repair failed unexpectedly creating a small void through which mostly fumes were emitted. 

These were very visible on the day due to cooler outside temperature

	Measures taken, or intended to be taken, to prevent a recurrence of the incident
	A review of the original repair was carried out, and the area had additional supports and welding carried out. 
Checks were then undertaken in this area to monitor the repair until major works in this area could be carried out.

Corrective works in this area undertaken during the shutdown included removing the previous box repair, inserting new steel works and  installing new refractory.


	Measures taken, or intended to be taken, to rectify, limit or prevent any pollution of the environment which has been or may be caused by the emission
	The emission was mainly fumes made more visible by the cooler atmospheric conditions. The dust portion dissipated rapidly and there were no off-site complaints linked to this incident.
