1. ORIGINATION OF PURIFIED WASTE-WATER

The water originates from the mains water supply to the site, delivered by Dwr-Cymru-Welsh Water. It is normal potable water.
The water is not of sufficient quality [cleanliness] for pharmaceutical use in the Protherics process.

2. TREATMENT
The water therefore passes through a complex filtration system and distillation process that renders an adequate quantity for technical use.
Approximately 750 litres per hour is removed from the water purification plant, and is currently directed to join other effluents as waste.
The re-direction of waste-water will effectively reduce the volume of ‘waste’ by 21 m3 per day.
The water to be discharged is almost unchanged from the incoming water, and as the analysis shows, contains no appreciable amount of deleterious substances.
Discharge water has no contact with any part of the production process, other than the water purification plant, and is thus safe to discharge without treatment.
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
