We have decided to grant the permit for trade effluent consisting of site drainage from De Clare Gardens, Hendredenny, Caerphilly operated by Redrow PLC

The permit number is EPR-CB3596FE
The discharge is for water discharge activity to Nant yr Aber consisting of trade effluent of site drainage from De Clare Gardens during building construction, which will be until 2027 when the permit will be surrendered.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this

Total suspended solids limit of 50mg/l on each discharge together with pH limits of 6 to 9 (min and max).
