	Brief description of proposal: 
The applicant has applied to install and operate a new 237 kW pico-hydro scheme on the Afon Galedffrwd in Bethesda, Gwynedd at National Grid Reference (NGR) SH 60625 65514. The scheme will contribute to producing zero carbon electricity at the site. 

The scheme will consist of a new concrete stone-faced intake structure across the full width of the watercourse (at the abstraction point), an adjacent buried stilling chamber, a 1250m long gravity feed penstock pipe, a stone clad turbine house (not considered for the abstraction and impounding licences but required as part of the scheme to operate) and outfall structure in the form of a mortared cascade. 100% of water abstracted will be returned to the watercourse at NGR SH 61477 66293. 
Application was originally made for this proposal on 09/02/2018 (application reference: PAN-002349).This application was advertised on 19/03/2018 in the North Wales Chronicle and on the NRW website. No representations were received. The application was withdrawn on 11/06/2018 and then resubmitted with additional supporting information on 14/09/2018 (this application). There have been no proposed changed to the scheme. 
NRW consider the proposal will have no appreciable adverse effect on the features listed below as previous advertising had no representations. Therfore, NRW have decided not to readvertise in this instance. The Local Authority had already been consulted and raised no concern with regard to the Sit of Interest for Nature Conservation and the listed buildings.  Protected sites were also picked up during screening no consultees raised any comment.
As a result of the above two paragraphs it was felt that there was no need to repeat the advertisement exercise that was undertaken in February 2018.
