Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit

The main features of the permit are as follows.  
The permit regulates 2 passive discharges  (Interceptor 1 Output and Interceptor 2 Output) which are part of the remediation works following the derailment of a goods train carrying heavy oil, which spilt it’s cargo in Llangennech, Llanelli, Carmarthen.  

Treatment is by 2 bespoke interceptors, one on each discharge, and sized according to flow rate of that discharge.  The discharges are to be made to the lower tidal section of the Afon Morlais, which flows into the Loughor River/ upper reaches of the Burry Inlet.

The monitoring required in the permit will be completed in conjunction with other agency monitoring requirements required for protection of the shellfish beds and will run to the same time frame. At which point, NRW will be supplied with a report analysing sample data to inform a review of the permit to ensure it’s fit for purpose.

Schedule 6 - Interpretation 

“accident” means an accident that may result in pollution.

“annually” means once every year.
“application” means the application for this permit, together with any additional information supplied by the operator as part of the application and any response to a notice served under Schedule 5 to the EP Regulations.

“emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits” means emissions of substances to air, water or land from the activities, which are not controlled by an emission or background concentration limit.
“EP Regulations” means The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations SI 2016 No.1154 and words and expressions used in this permit which are also used in the Regulations have the same meanings as in those Regulations.

“groundwater” means all water, which is below the surface of the ground in the saturation zone and in direct contact with the ground or subsoil.
“Natural Resources Wales” means the Natural Resources Body for Wales established by article 3 of the Natural Resources Body for Wales (Establishment) Order 2012. The Natural Resources Body for Wales (Functions) Order 2013 transferred the relevant functions of the Countryside Council for Wales, and functions of the Environment Agency and the Forestry Commission in Wales to the Natural Resources Body for Wales.  
“quarter” means a calendar year quarter commencing on 1 January, 1 April, 1 July or 1 October.

“year” means calendar year ending 31 December.
