River Wye (Upper Wye) / Afon Gwy (Gwy Uch af) SAC. The closest section of protected habitat is 24m from field 02 TM DF. There is no conceivable impact pathway as the waste being spread is both solid and to be spread at a low application rate. There is also a thick barrier of trees between the fields and the SAC, as well as a 10m buffer zone along the edge of the fields.

Coetiroedd Cwm Elan / Elan Valley Woodlands SPA. 411m away from the nearest field with no conceivable impact pathway.

River Wye / Afon Gwy (Wales) SPA. The closest section of protected habitat is 43m away from field 9291 but is buffered by a road, so there is no conceivable impact pathway.

Elenydd – Mallaen SPA. 411m away from the nearest field with no conceivable impact pathway.
