Water spray/mist dust suppression systems


It has been brought to my attention that water spray/mist dust suppression systems reliant on stored water, i.e. not mains fed, may be potential sources of Legionella bacteria and hence Legionnaires Disease.

I believe that your site may utilise such systems? Can I please ask that you confirm to me in writing as to whether your site does utilise this type of system and whether you have assessed the potential health and safety risk from legionella?

The risk of contracting Legionnaires Disease can be minimised by following the HSE Approved code of practice, http://www.hse.gov.uk/pubns/indg458.htm
