	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	The permit conditions

	Updating permit conditions during  consolidation.
	We have updated previous permit conditions to those in the new generic permit template as part of permit consolidation.  The new conditions have the same meaning as those in the previous permit(s).
The operator has agreed that the new conditions are acceptable.

	

	Waste types
	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 
We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes based on the wastes currently listed within the permit, management system (working plan) and though discussions with the operator.
We made these decisions with respect to waste types in accordance with Technical Guidance Document: ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’.

	

	Improvement conditions
	We consider that we need to impose improvement conditions.   
We have imposed improvement conditions to ensure that: 
· appropriate management systems and management structures are in place and that sufficient financial, technical and manpower resources are available to the operator to ensure compliance with all the permit conditions. 
· appropriate measures are in place to ensure that accidents (including fire) that may cause pollution are minimised. 
· appropriate infrastructure and procedures are in place to ensure that site remains secure. 
· the appropriate measures are in place to prevent pollution from odour.

	

	Operating techniques
	We have specified that the operator must operate the permit in accordance with referenced operating techniques.  
These include technical guidance and site-specific management plans for fire prevention and mitigation and odour. These are included to ensure the facility is operated in line with minimum requirements.
These are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.
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
