Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Duckpool Farm, Duckpool Lane, Penhow, Caldicot NP26 3AE operated by Mr Alun David Tatchell.

The permit number is EPR/CB3692FT.
The permit regulates a new bespoke discharge from a Package Treatment Plant serving a 3 bedroom property at Duckpool Farm, Duckpool Lane, Penhow, Caldicot NP26 3AE.
The operator, Mr Alun David Tatchell, proposes a maximum of 1m3/day of treated domestic sewage effluent to be discharged into an unnamed tributary of Monks Ditch.
The proposed system, which meets British Standards BS EN 12566-3, is to replace a faulty Septic Tank discharge to ground exemption activity (NRW-WQE021407).
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

An Appendix 4 was completed but the proposed activity is not likely to damage the SSSI (Parc Seymour Woods)’s features, as there is not impact pathway, i.e. not hydrologically connected.

The Spout Field Local Wildlife Site was also flagged within the relevant screening distance and we have formally consulted on the application.  The decision was taken in accordance with our guidance.
