· Air Quality Management Zone has not changed- agree with “none”. Site is within 2km of a AQMA, but it does not emit the declared pollutant. 
· Flood Plain has not changed- the site is not on a flood plain
Score increased to 60, Fee increase to £10,500. Additional £175 is required.

2. TCM
Section 6.14 states Sean Goldsworthy is the TCM. Two different WAMITAB registration numbers have been given in section 6.14 and 6.15 of the Application report (124172 and 12472).
We have reviewed with WAMITAB; 124172 is registered to a Mr Robert Goldsworthy, and 12472 appears to be an invalid number. 
Mr Robert Goldsworthy has been registered to both VRQ406 and MROC16.
Appendix 4 shows that 13 delegates have been signed up for VRQ406. It does not confirm who those 13 delegates are.
VRQ406 is not the appropriate qualification for the activity applied for. It should be MROC16.
No registration (or qualification certificates) have been provided for any delegates for MROC16.

7. Risk Assessment- the risk assessment lists receptors including human receptors of industrial estate, residences and the railway. And environmental receptors of The river Wye, Pennsylvania Fields, Sedbury (SSSI), Beaufort Quarry, Lower Wye Gorge (England) SSSI, The Severn Estuary (England) SSSI and Piercefield woods SSSI. 
Only the Pennsylvania Fields Sedbury SSSI is listed within the risk assessment table. Some receptors are listed within section 2 of the appclation report, but not the risk assessment
Risks to all receptors need to be assessed in turn within the table. Additional receptors that have not been included are: Pierce, Alcove And Piercefield Woods SSSI

River Wye is also designated for Intertidal mudflats, Mudflats, Coastal and floodplain grazing marsh and provides migratory routes for River Lamprey, Atlantic Salmon, Twaite Shad, Unidentified Shad, European Eel, Sea Lamprey.
Historic monument not mentioned in the risk assessment: Chepstow: The Bulwarks and St Peter's Cave
Scheduled Monuments not mentioned in the risk assessment: Bulwarks Camp and St Peter's Cave
Ancient woodlands are in coated in both The Bulwarks and Beaufort Quarry.
A Local Wildlife Site is located in Beaufort Quarry.

Documents not provided:
8. ‘Fugitive emissions’ management plan- wastes not typically dusty. FEMP not required.
9. Odour management plan- section 4.17 states the waste has odour generating potential. Therefore an Odour management plan that meets our guidance is required to be provided. The Odour procedure provided with this application do not meet our guidance. 
10. Noise impact assessment and noise & vibration management plan- unlikely to be needed but unable to assess as appclation does not detail where on site the activities are occurring i.e. inside or outside of a building, nor the operating hours.
11. Fire prevention and mitigation plan- section 4.8 states that waste to be accepted is combustible. Therefore a Fire prevention and mitigation plan that meets our guidance is required to be provided. The Fire procedure provided with this application do not meet our guidance. 
12. Part B4 Appendix 1 has not been completed

Abetment request
In section 1.9 to 1.15 of the application you report you have requested an abatement of the fee of the bespoke permit application (£7875) to the fee for a SR2015no4 (£3926). It is important to note that this rule set and fee are held by the Environment Agency and not Natural Resources Wales. 
As this is an application for a bespoke permit, which involves significantly more information to be provided and assessed than a standard rules permit, it would not be appropriate to abate the fee as requested. If we were to abate the fee it would be based on the time spent on determining the bespoke application.
