Document K03276-BLP-R-ENV-00015 Rev A Monitoring Review Final Version March 22 Issued NRW appears to have been revised in line with the Geoscience advice provided in November 2021.

Not duly made questions:
1. Application Report K03276_BLP_R_ENV_00017 section 1.2 Non-Technical Summary states that the variation is to “to allow for the revision of the existing compliance limits for groundwater, surface water and gas, to accommodate the background concentrations at the site.” This statement is also supported by Table 1 in Application form Part C2.
However section 1.1 of K03276-BLP-R-ENV-00015 Rev A Monitoring Review Final Version March 22 Issued NRW states it is to also discharge improvement conditions 1.3.2, 1.3.9 and 1.3.6.
ACTION: Confirm what changes/assessments you want done under this variation, including what tables in the permit you wish to be altered, and what information in the tables you wish to change. This is to ensure we are assessing the appclation correctly. A copy of the last variation has been provided in a word format to assist you.

2. The company name has been changed to Hurt Plant Hire LTD in June 2022. 
ACTION: Add this to the list of changes within the application form and application report.

3. Application form Part C2 Question 3d asks you to “include a summary of your management system which sets out any changes or additional measures you will put in place to the address risks from the proposed changes”. Additionally the guidance for this form states “You must send us in a summary of the changes/ additions you’ve made to the management system to account for the proposed changes”. 
In response to this question you have provided the contents page of your EMS, with a statement stating that “Clive Hurt (Plant Hire) Limited is committed to managing its activities in an environmentally responsible manner through the company’s own Environmental Management System (K0088-BLP-R-ENV-00003). A summary of the company’s Environmental Management System is provided as Appendix F.” This statement does not address the question.
ACTION: If any parts of your EMS have been affected by the changes proposed in this variation, then these sections of your EMS must be updated and submitted to NRW. If no part of the EMS has changed, then you must tell us this.
