· all fields except Field parcel 1 are too distant from the application to have a likely significant effect upon the features of the site. With regards to the SAC adjacent to Field parcel 1, the only feature that needs to be considered is the Calaminarian grassland. 
· The Environment Team agree with your conclusion of no likely significant effect upon the features of the site upon the following basis:
· that the 30 m buffer zone on land adjacent to this section of the SAC would be applied, to mitigate against surface or groundwater run-off, leaching and weed and pathogen transmission,
· that it is intended to spread the wastes by subsoil injection, 
· there is no apparent contour towards the SAC from the field parcel 1

The above has been implemented for this application, and the risks have not increased.

The following will also be applied to this activity:
· 30 m buffer zone on land adjacent to the SAC
· Waste spread in accordance with COGAP
· Operations carried out using best available techniques
· Spreading to be carried out during appropriate conditions
· Regular checks of watercourses in the area surrounding the spreading operations
· No travelling on a SAC or protected site
· No activities to occur inside its boundary without written permission
