Part F1
1. Question 1- you have stated the OPRA score is 42, and the fee is £7,350. We have reviewed the OPRA profile provided and have made the following corrections: 
Emissions Attribute (Waste Input) has changed from 5,000 tonnes Non-bio to 5,000 Bio as biological wastes are included within the proposed waste code list. 
Location Attributes
1. Proximity to Human Occupation has changed from 50m-250m to <50m because of the other industrial units directly next to the proposed site.
1. Assessment under wildlife, countryside or habitats legislation has changed from No to CRoW as the River Usk (Lower Usk) / Afon Wysg (Wysg Isaf) SSSI is 1.5 km away from the proposed site; the screening distance for SSSIs is 2km. The screening distance for the Habitats option is 1km.
1. Sensitivity of surface water has changed from No to Grade 1 or 2. An entry must be made here as the site does not have an entirely enclosed system or have all surface or foul water discharging to public sewer for sewage treatment, and there is therefore a pathway for pollution. The nearest General Quality Assessment (GQA) rating is a Class B. The entry has therefore been changed to Grade 1 or 2.
The OPRA score has increased from 42 with a fee of £7350, to 49 with a fee of £8575. A copy of the OPRA has been provided for reference.

1. Question 3- you have stated that you have paid the fee of £7,350 with a reference of EPRMJRUBBISH001. The application email dated 27/07/22 states the fee was paid on 12/07/202, but we have been unable to locate this fee (amount, reference and date) on our system. There is another recent payment made with the reference given, but it does not match the amount nor the date you have stated as paid. We are unsure if this is the fee intended for this application. You will need to provide clarification on this if you wish us to retain the fee for a future application, or if you wish for us to refund it.

Part B2
1. Question 2a- The National Grid Reference for the site has not been provided.

1. Question 3b2- Two documents (WAMITAB Cert_4TSH and WAMITAB Certs) have been provided as proof of technical competence, however both documents are copies of the same 2006 certificate. No continuing competence certificate has been provided. For information, the correct relevant continuing competence for this activity is TSNH.

1. Question 3d3- The document supplied as the sites EMS (App 1 EMS Summary) does not include the minimum information as required by Parts 1 and 2 of our How to comply with your environmental permit guidance. We do note however that the Operating Techniques document (Appendix 5_Operating Techniques_July 22) does include some of the information, so we have only listed that which is not included in either document. This information is required to allow us to be able to start a technical assessment of the application:
4. site plans that show the main features of the site including activities (waste sorting and storage), drainage, infrastructure and sensitive receptors.
4. waste acceptance (and pre-acceptance), waste quantities, waste treatment and waste storage procedures
4. storage times and procedures to ensure that those times are not exceeded
4. maximum storage capacities for specified storage areas and the facility as a whole, and procedures to ensure that these capacities are not exceeded
4. procedures to segregate incompatible wastes 
4. procedures for the closure of the site
4. procedures on how complaints will be dealt with including their recording, investigating and resolution
4. information on emissions to surface and groundwater
4. information on how records will be maintained and kept up to date
4. information on how any interested parties will view the permit, EMS or any other relevant management systems
It is also noted that while some section headings are listed within the contents page, those sections are missing from the main body of the document. These are sections that we would expect to see in the EMS, including (but not limited to) sections 2.9 Facility Decommissioning, 4.8 Waste Storage Periods, 6.2.2 Discharge to Surface Water.
Further details on the extent of the required information is contained with the “How to Comply” guidance linked above.

1. Question 5b- the Site Condition Report has not been referenced or provided. You must provide us with a site condition report (SCR) (with sections 1 to 3 completed) at permit application stage. See the Part B4 form guidance and H5 Site condition report guidance for further information on what needs to be provided and why. 

1. Question 6- the Environmental Risk Assessment provided (Appendix 4 Environmental Risk Assessment) does not include all of the relevant receptors/pathways for harm as listed below:
1. While the distances to the SSSI and SAC are given, they are not named. It is not clear if the risk assessment has been written with the specific designations in mind. 
1. The site is on both a Superficial and Bedrock Aquifer, but this is not listed as a receptor (although it is noted that “groundwater” is given as a receptor).
1. The site is on a flood plain, however flooding is not included in the risk assessment. 
1. Afon Llwyd Grasslands Local Wildlife Site is directly north of the site has not been included.
1. The Afon Llwyd is a migratory route for protected aquatic species which should be addressed.

Part B4
1. Table 1a (and the Operating Techniques document) only give R3, R5 and R13 as the proposed Annex I/II (disposal/recovery) codes, but not R4. As metal wastes are included in the list of wastes to be accepted, R4 should also be included. 

1. Table 3b has not been completed- all sections of the table are blank. 
1. Fire- A reference had been given(for the Fire Prevention Plan but this document has not been provided. It must be written in line with our Fire prevention and mitigation plan - waste management Guidance No. 16; all parts of the guidance must be followed, if any sections do not apply, this must be stated with explanation given.
1. Odour- Our guidance How to comply with your environmental permit requires an Odour Management Plan to be provided for the activity applied for, as household, commercial and industrial waste transfer stations are listed as an activity for which odour is a key issue (page 46). The Operating Techniques document does include a small section on odour, but it does not meet the requirements of the odour specific guidance we use- H4 Odour management, therefore a separate stand-alone document is required.

IED
1. Part of the activity you have applied for is subject to the Industrial Emissions Directive, as the site is proposing to accept and treat (by sorting/separation) several slag and ash wastes: 
SECTION 5.4 Part A(1)(b)(iii) Recovery or a mix of recovery and disposal of non-hazardous waste with a capacity exceeding 75 tonnes per day involving treatment of slags and ashes.
For the site to remain a waste facility, the treatment capacity for slags and ashes must be under 75 tonnes per day. You will need to provide the treatment capacity amount, and if under 75 tonnes per day, information on how this will be managed.
