No FORM 1 completed:

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. This conclusion was reached due to the following reasons:

· The closest field (4984) is located 375 meters from the River Usk SAC. Due to the distance the SAC is from the proposed landspreading area there is no impact pathway as the distance from these two sites with act as a physical barrier preventing nutrients entering the SAC. There is also a main road & Llanspyddid village that runs near field 4984 before the SAC which will further buffer theoretical runoff into the drainage network.    

· 20m no spread buffer zones are in place in fields 5560 & 6971 which border a surface water stream. This no spread buffer zone is double the recommendation of the buffer zone stated in SR2010No4 and will effectively prevent nutrients entering the water course/ SAC. 

· The application rate of this waste stream (EWC 02 03 01) will be 50 Tonnes/ha spilt into two 25 tonnes/ ha dressings. This low application rate reduces the risk of surface run off and/or leachate risk as the ground is highly unlikely to become over saturated allowing the soil to effectivity absorb the waste applied.

· The application method of this waste is appropriate by using low trajectory surface spreading in the spring. 

· Areas of highly sloping land (12o+) have been removed from the deployment application to reduce the risk of surface runoff and/or leachate.  

· The spreading of this waste will be undertaken in the spring/ early summer when weather conditions are dry. This means the soil will have a lower water content allowing the wastes to be effectively absorbed by the soil and therefore mitigating the risk of surface runoff and/or leachate. 

· All machinery to spread the waste is kept in mechanically sound condition, and calibrated.

· The land spreading activity will comply with the Code of Good Agricultural Practice guidelines (COGAP).

	Consultation responses: 

Numerous comments were left on the comment record which include comments on spreading area near the River Usk SAC, Drinking Water Protection Zone & High Groundwater Vulnerability
which were all resolved at determination. The officer was contacted with the decisions made at determination. There was no reply and this has been taken as no comments to add. The email is available to view on the DMS.   


	MyMap, location and slope assessment: 

MyMap assessment:

· Field 6971 & 5560 border a stream. A 20 meter no spread zone is in place to prevent nutrients entering the stream.

· Field 1515 is located 146 meters from a source protection zone 2 ‘Brecon’.

· The spreading fields are located next to a SAC and SSSI the closest field 4984 is located 375 meters from SAC/SSSI (River Usk). 

· Fields 4984 7785 & 9408 border an ancient woodland the request for information has asked to buffer this area by 10 meters to prevent nutrients entering the site. 

· All fields are within the Beacon Beacons National Park and has been accounted for in the site specific risk assessment.

Weather conditions:  Waste will be spread as a spring dressing in appropriate weather conditions and will not be spread on land that has been frozen for 12 hours or more, in the preceding 24 hours. The waste will also not be spread on land, which is waterlogged, frozen or snow covered, or during excessive rainfall as mentioned in the Agricultural benefit statement. 

[bookmark: _Hlk112852842]The runoff risk for these fields have been downgraded from elevated to low. The applicant is now spreading the waste via low trajectory surface spreading in the spring and early summer. The runoff risk is therefore less as the soil will uptake the waste more effectively due to spring being more appropriate to spread wastes in terms of crop requirements and weather conditions. Areas of highly sloping land have been removed from the deployment and won’t be spread on. The application rate of the wastes is low at 25 T per ha per dressing (2 dressings) meaning runoff is highly unlikely. 

All other fields (1515, 0865, 2368 & 4470) are broadly flat to gently sloping (0-7o) and therefore do not pose a surface runoff risk.

	Protection of habitats and ecosystems

· Field 1515 & 9408 contain a protected species: Threatened Lichen. No trees in field no action needed. 


	Agricultural benefit calculations: 

Vegetable wash waters do not appear in the latest version of RB209, so dirty water has been used as a model to calculate availability of phosphate and potassium to the crops. The phosphate additions added by this waste stream is using the 50% availability rate as outline in table 2.10 section 2 of RB209 for dirty water. The phosphate additions from this waste stream are low and are applying 8.53 kg of P per ha (available) or 17.06 kg per ha at the total phosphorus amount. This is below the crop offtake amount therefore, the phosphorus applied to the soil is likely to be accepted by the soil with little risk of phosphate leaching.

	
Request for information 1 31/08/2022

1. Confirm that consent has be given for this proposed landspreading activity to occur for all fields/landowners under this deployment. The applicant has provided the signature of the landowner which matches the CPH record on Mymap.
 
2. Confirm the CPH number for all fields relevant to this deployment. The applicant has confirmed the CPH number to be 52 058 0008 which matches the Mymap record. 

3. Confirm the name of the permit holder. The applicant has confirmed the correct permit holder on a querying email dated 01/09/22 available on the DMS.

4. Confirm how much material was spread under the previous deployment. The applicant has provided this value in the previous land treatment table.    

5. Update the site plan to remove areas of highly sloping land from all fields from this deployment. The applicant has updated the site plan to remove highly sloping land from the deployment. 

6. Update the ABS so that it explains the weather conditions that this proposed land spreading activity will occur on. The applicant has updated the ABS and states wastes will be spread in spring/early summer when weather conditions are appropriate /favourable.  

7. Update the ABS to further justify the reasoning for an autumn dressing. The applicant has now decided to spread the waste in spring/early summer. 
 
8. Confirm and update the ABS to show that the waste relevant for this deployment (EWC 02 03 01) will be applied by soil injection only. The applicant has decided to spread the waste in spring and not autumn. The runoff risk is therefore less as the soil will uptake the waste more effectively due to spring being more approperate to spread wastes in terms of crop requirements and weather conditions.  The applicant will now also spread via low trajectory splash plate which is an approperate method to spread this waste as per TGN 8.01.

9. Update the site plan to show a 10 meter buffer zone around the perimeter of fields 4984, 7785 & 9408 that border the ancient woodland. The applicant has included the 10 meter no spread zone in the site plan. 

10. Update the site plan to show the source protection zone 2 located 147 meters from the proposed land spreading activity. The applicant has acknowledged the source protection zone in the submitted site plan. 

11. Update the site plan to clearly show the location of the river Usk SSSI & SAC (with a key) located 375 meters from the proposed land spreading activity. The applicant has acknowledged The River Usk SAC/SSSI in the submitted site plan.  

12. Provide the soil analysis report for the fields listed above or remove these fields from the deployment application. The applicant has now provided all the soil analysis relevant to this deployment.

13. Retake the photographs for the soil analysis for the fields listed above so the P, K and Mg index as well as the date the analysis was undertaken can be clearly seen. The applicant has retaken the photographs to show all the information needed to assess each field. 

15. Update the risk assessment document to refer to the ‘woodlands’ to ancient woodlands and refer to the 10 meter no spread zone that will be in place (action 9) to prevent nutrients entering the site. The applicant has updated the risk assessment.

16. Update the risk assessment so it mentions that all the fields in this deployment are located in the Brecon Beacons national park. The applicant has updated the risk assessment. 

17. Provide the name for the waste stream referenced ‘247kgs/ha 22-3-13’. The applicant has clarified this waste stream is referring to artificial fertiliser.
