Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit

The permit regulates the discharge of rainfall dependent site drainage and dewatering of excavations during road construction along the A465 at 9 locations. Treated runoff and excavation waters will be discharged at a maximum rate of 13.8 l/s to the Afon Cynon, Afon Taf and the Afon Rhymni. Treatment at all sites consists of settlement lagoons followed by chemical settlement using flocculants and coagulants. Chemical settlement will take place using an onsite Siltbuster treatment system. 
Numeric limits have been put in place for aluminium (1 mg/l), suspended solids (25 mg/l) and a neutral range of 6-9 has been imposed for pH at each discharge site.

1.1 General management

Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.
