	Decision

	
The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 

The proposed permission is not likely to damage the SSSI features via contamination surface waters as there are no point source emissions associated with this permission site. 

The site is located over 1km away from Afon Tywi, Cors Goch Llanllwch and Maesy Prior SSSIs. Due to the proposed sites location in regards to the Corse Goch Llanllwch SSSI and Maesyprior SSSi surface water run-off could not impact the protected sites as the local water network flows away from them.

The site is located 100m from a small stream which flows towards the Afon Tywi via the Tawelan brook. Although there is a pathway for any contaminated run-off that reaches the small water course 100m north of the site to reach the Afon Tywi SSSI this is unlikely to occur due to: 

· Normal activities should not pose a risk as there is no direct discharges. 
· Any surface water run-off would have to cross a road and another industrial unit prior to reaching the small watercourse.
· Although the site surface is not impermeable the site is also only permitted to take a specific list of waste codes which are considered non-hazardous by our WM3 Waste Classification Technical Guidance and therefore the waste does not have any hazardous properties. 
· The sites Environmental Management System also confirms that no fuel is stored on site.  
· The sites Fire Prevention Mitigation Plan also outlines how they will control contaminated Firefighting Water should a fire occur on site these controls are inline with our GN16 Fire Prevention and Mitigation Plan Guidance – Waste Management. The site will contain any firewater run-off on site using the permitter bund, sandbags and a boom across the site entrance. The water will then be removed from site via a relevant waste contractor as soon as possible and will not be left standing on the site for a long time. 

The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the SSSI features via emissions to air as there is no source of air emissions. The site does not have any direct emissions to air and the waste types (tyres and agricultural plastics) and treatments (eg. sorting, bulking, and bailing) will not generate dust emissions or other fugitive releases.
