We want to give you a decision as quickly as possible, but the time it takes depends
on what'’s in the application. We may need to agree a longer timescale with you:

= if the application is complex;

= if we need to ask you for more information about the technical aspects of your
application;

= if there’s a considerable level of interest from the public or other organisations.
If we haven'’t already spoken to you about when to expect our decision, one of our
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officers will contact you soon to explain this and deal with any questions you have. If
your application contained a request for confidentiality we will write to you separately
about our decision on that.
