	Consultation responses: 

The comment record contained more of an overview of surrounding area where no direct queries where raised. No actions were required. 


	MyMap and location assessment:

Nant Y Bwlch stream is located 35 meters from the permit boundary. The location of the mobile plant is located 117 meters from the stream. This distance is greater than the 10 meter threshold referenced in SR2010No11 section 2.1.6.

The Blaenrhondda Road Cutting SSSI (geological)  is located 428 meters from the permit boundary. As of the distance from the mobile plant to the SSSI there is little risk of damage to this SSSI. See appendix 4 on the DMS for further details. 

The permit boundary falls within a Lowland dry acid grassland and Lowland calcareous grassland protected habitat. This site has now been referenced in the risk assessment as a result of the request for information 1.  

The permit boundary is located 10 meters from the Treherbert Slopes Local wildlife site. This site has now been referenced in the risk assessment as a result of the request for information 1.

2. Update the site plan so that the map shows the location of the referenced skip. The applicant has updated the site plan to show the location of the skips. 

3. Update the site plan key to include details on the black circle or remove the circle from the site plan. The applicant has updated the site plan key for the black circle that represents the boundary of the closest human receptor 250 meters away.

4. Confirm if the ‘Area where waste will be used’ relates to the limits of the activity mentioned in the stand rules permit above or explain what is meant by area where waste will be used and provide details under what permission you have to use this waste. The applicant has confirmed the wording of ‘waste to be used’ and does refer to the limits of activity mentioned in the SRP and has removed the wording from the location map to avoid confusion.

5. [bookmark: _Hlk118298482]Update the location map so that it highlights the protected habitat on the location map. The applicant has updated the location map. 

6. Update the risk assessment so that it considers the risks this deployment may have on the protected habitat in the source, receptor, pathway format. The applicant has acknowledged the protected habitats & risk assessed the impact to site and provided mitigation to reduce the risk of harm to the site.
 

7. Update the location map so that it highlights the local wildlife site on the map. The applicant has updated the location map. 


8. Update the risk assessment so that it considers the risks this deployment may have on the local wildlife site in the source, receptor, pathway format.  The applicant has acknowledged the protected habitats & risk assessed the impact to the site and provided mitigation to reduce the risk of harm to the site.

9. Update the risk assessment to include more appropriate sources and pathways to which the Blaenrhondda Road cutting may be exposed to harm from this deployment. The applicant has updated the risk assessment. 

10. Update the source and pathway criteria for the protected sites, European sites and SSSIs section of the risk assessment so that it specifically lists the sources & pathways which could potentially harm these sites. The applicant has updated the risk assessment. 

11. [bookmark: _Hlk118361787]Confirm (yes or no) if wastes are to be stored and treated on hard-standing or on an impermeable surface with a sealed drainage system. The applicant has confirmed wastes will not be stored or treated on hardstanding or an impermeable surface. 

12. If wastes are not to be stored and treated on hard-standing or on an impermeable surface with a sealed drainage system.  Update the risk assessment to justify as to why this is the case and what measure will be taken to mitigate the risk to surrounding sensitive receptors. Applicant has not addressed question. A second request for information was sent.

Request for information: 04/11/2022



1. Update the risk assessment so that it reflects your response given in the previous request for information 1 (wastes not to be stored on hard-standing or on an impermeable surface with a sealed drainage system). The applicant has updated the risk assessment so that it clearly states wastes will not be stored on hardstanding/ impermeable surface. Although the risk assessment does state wastes will be treated on hardstanding in relation to screening and crushing. 


2. Update the risk assessment to provide the following: Justifies the reason why wastes will not be stored on hard-standing or an impermeable surface with a sealed drainage system and what alterative measures will be taken to mitigate the risk site activities may have to the surrounding sensitive receptors. The applicant has updated the risk assessment and now states accepted waste types are inert and non-hazardous. So surrounding sensitive receptors should not be harmed from this activity. The site will have a quarantine area for any wastes that do not meet the criteria of the accepted EWC codes of SR2010 No11. The quarantined area is composed of hardstanding. In the event of spillages vehicles are equipped with spill kits to mitigate the harm to surrounding sensitive sites.
