We have decided to grant the permit for CSO at Nottage Roundabout Point 59 operated by Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig.

The permit number is EPR/CB3493FG
Identified as a previously un-permitted discharge from the CSO. Investigations have shown that the overflow is operating satisfactorily and can be permitted “as is” under current guidelines. The Combined Sewer Overflow discharges into an underground culvert discharging to The Wilderness. Event Duration Monitoring is installed and operational at this site.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
