1. About the waste – While you have confirmed that the three waste streams coded as 02 05 02 are liquid or liquid sludge waste, you have not confirmed if the wastes are stackable or non-stackable.
ACTION: provide this information as apply to all three waste streams
Response received 14/12/22. I can confirm that the waste 020502 is a liquid sludge and is non-stackable.

2. Wastes to be Applied - In your Statement of Agricultural Benefit you described the three 02 05 02 waste streams as ‘sludges from on-site effluent treatment’ but in the LPD1 form you have described the physical form as ‘liquid’.
ACTION: Confirm the Physical Form of the waste for all three waste streams.
