Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for ABP Business Park operated by Associated British Ports Holdings Limited.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-017374
The permit number is EPR/CB3792CK
The permit regulates a new discharge of treated commercial sewage effluent from a warehouse and van parking area operated by Associated British Ports. A maximum of 29m3/day is to be discharged to the Severn Estuary via a Klargester Bioficient Package Treatment Plant. Treated sewage effluent will be mixed with surface water runoff (having been passed through an oil interceptor) prior to its final discharge into the estuary.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN (EPR 7.01) and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.

	The permit conditions

	Emission limits
	We have decided not to set emission limits in the permit and issue a descriptive permit.   

It is considered that numeric limits are not appropriate for the location of the site. As the discharge is into a vast waterbody (Severn Estuary) there will be substantial dilution and dispersal of the treated effluent. The permit will however stipulate that the effluent is treated to British Standards and that there is no visible pollution around the discharge point.

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.

	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
