The main features of the permit are as follows.
The permit regulates a new discharge from a package treatment plant to an associated infiltration system at Plot Adjacent to Trearddur House, Off Lon St Ffraid, Trearddur Bay, Isle of Anglesey, LL65 2UD

The British Standard package treatment plant with secondary treated British Standard drainage mound will serve a residential property.  The natural ground conditions are not suitable for an infiltration system. The maximum daily discharge volume is 1.5m3/day and the effluent is domestic in nature.

Conditions 

1 Management
1.1 General management

1.1.1 The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(a) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

(b) using sufficient competent persons and resources.

1.1.2 Records demonstrating compliance with condition 1.1.1 shall be maintained. 

1.1.3 Any person having duties that are or may be affected by the matters set out in this permit shall have convenient access to a copy of it kept at or near the place where those duties are carried out.

Operations
2.1
Permitted activities

2.1.1
The operator is only authorised to carry out the activities specified in schedule 1 table S1.1 (the “activities”). 

2.2
The site 
2.2.1
The activities shall not extend beyond the site, being the land shown edged in green and the discharge shall be made at the point marked on the site plan at schedule 7 to this permit and as listed in table S3.2 (discharge points). 

2.3
Operating techniques

2.3.1
The infiltration system specified in table S1.1 shall be constructed to comply with the following:

(a) no part of the infiltration system constructed shall be more than 2 metres below ground level;

(b) no part of the infiltration system shall be less than 1.2 metres above the highest predicted annual groundwater level;
(c) the infiltration system shall not connect to any land drainage system;

(d) the infiltration system shall not be situated within 10 metres of any watercourse (including any ditch that runs dry for part of the year), or any other surface water;
(e) the infiltration system shall not be situated within 50 metres of a well or borehole used for water supply.

2.3.2
The sewage treatment plan and infiltration system shall conform to all relevant British Standards in force at the time of installation.

Emissions and monitoring
3.1
Emissions to water, air or land

3.1.1
There shall be no point source emissions to water, air or land except from the sources and emission points listed in schedule 3 tables S3.1, S3.2 and S3.3.

3.1.2
    The limits given in schedule 3 shall not be exceeded.

3.2 Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits

3.2.1
For the activity referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 the operator shall take appropriate measures as far as is reasonably practicable:

1 to prevent the input of hazardous substances to groundwater; and
1 where a non-hazardous pollutant is not controlled by an emission limit, to limit the input of such non-hazardous pollutants to groundwater so as to ensure that inputs do not cause pollution of groundwater.

Monitoring 

3.3.1
Permanent means of access shall be provided to enable sampling/monitoring to be carried out in relation to the emission points specified in schedule 3 tables S3.1, S3.2 and S3.3 unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

Information

4.1
Records
4.1.1 All records required to be made by this permit shall:

(a) be legible;

(b) be made as soon as reasonably practicable;

(c) if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments remain legible, or are capable of retrieval; and

(d) be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, for at least 6 years from the date when the records were made.
4.1.2
The operator shall keep on site all records, plans and the management system required to be maintained by this permit, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales. 

4.2
Reporting
4.2.1
The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to Natural Resources Wales using the contact details supplied in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

4.3
Notifications
4.3.1
    Natural Resources Wales shall be notified without delay following the detection of:

(a) any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or  emission of a substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is causing or may cause significant pollution;

(b) the breach of a limit specified in the permit; or 

(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.  

(d)
any emergency discharge that has occurred.  
4.3.2
Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.
4.3.3
Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.
4.3.4
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules: 

Where the operator is a registered company:
(a) any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office address; and

(b)
any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:

(a)         any change in the operator’s name or address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.

4.3.5
Where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature or functioning, or an extension of the activities, which may have consequences for the environment and the change is not otherwise the subject of an application for approval under the Regulations or this permit:

(a) Natural Resources Wales shall be notified at least 14 days before making the change; and

(b)
        the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change in operation.

In this permit references to reports and notifications mean written reports and notifications, except where reference is made to notification being made “without delay”, in which case it may be provided by telephone.

	Groundwater activity: discharge into land of secondary treated sewage effluent
	The effluent is secondary treated using a package treatment plant and infiltration system.

The infiltration system is on land centred at NGR SH 25537 79320.
The infiltration system is in the form of a raised drainage mound. 

The drainage field shall be designed in accordance with the British Standard BS 6297:2007+A1:2008 ‘Code of practice for the design and installation of drainage fields for use in wastewater treatment’. (All following references to ‘the British Standard’ are references to this document).

Where the minimum British Standard percolation test value (Vp) of 15 as referred in section 6.2 of the British Standard cannot be complied with the discharge is permissible only if the following additional requirements apply:

i.   the minimum floor area of the drainage field shall be calculated using a Vp equal to 15; and 

ii.   a minimum 700 mm deep layer of medium or coarse washed sand shall be laid on a geotextile membrane, below the granular fill distribution layer as referred to in section 6.6, figures 4 and 5 of the British Standard.

Foul and surface water infiltration systems must be kept separate.

Schedule 6 - Interpretation 

“accident” means an accident that may result in pollution.

“annually” means once every year.
“application” means the application for this permit, together with any additional information supplied by the operator as part of the application and any response to a notice served under Schedule 5 to the EP Regulations.

“emissions to land” includes emissions to groundwater.

“EP Regulations” means The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations SI 2016 No.1154 and words and expressions used in this permit which are also used in the Regulations have the same meanings as in those Regulations.

“emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits” means emissions of substances to air, water or land from the activities, either from the emission points specified in schedule 3 or from other localised or diffuse sources, which are not controlled by an emission limit.
“groundwater” means all water, which is below the surface of the ground in the saturation zone and in direct contact with the ground or subsoil.
“Natural Resources Wales” means the Natural Resources Body for Wales established by article 3 of the Natural Resources Body for Wales (Establishment) Order 2012. The Natural Resources Body for Wales (Functions) Order 2013 transferred the relevant functions of the Countryside Council for Wales, and functions of the Environment Agency and the Forestry Commission in Wales to the Natural Resources Body for Wales.
“quarter” means a calendar year quarter commencing on 1 January, 1 April, 1 July or 1 October.
“year” means calendar year ending 31 December.
