Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Woodland House operated by Mr Christopher Pryce.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-019485.
The permit number is EPR/CB3797HQ.

The permit regulates a new bespoke discharge from a septic tank and infiltration system at Woodland House.
The system will serve a single 4-bedroom domestic property. The maximum daily discharge is 1.0m3/day of treated sewage effluent.
The activity does not qualify for an exemption as it is located within the Great Spring Source Protection Zone 1.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	No FORM 1 completed:

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. A report screening for designated sites within a 50m radius of the discharge point was undertaken and no sites in question were flagged.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.
