	Consideration of Section 6
	Section 6 of the Environment Wales Act 2016 requires that we seek to maintain and enhance biodiversity in the exercise of our functions, and in so doing promote the resilience of ecosystems, in a manner that is consistent with the proper exercise of our functions. 	The permit conditions

	Waste types

	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 

We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes for the following reasons:
· Bulky wastes are already accepted at the site under a different waste code; adding a separate waste code will allow for waste types to be sorted more easily
· The addition of the new waste code does not increase the risk or changed nature of the facility

We made these decisions with respect to waste types in accordance with waste facility technical guidance note “How to comply with your environmental permit”.

	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
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
