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Fields 4, 6, 7, 11, 12, 13, 14, 16 and 17 are on either moderately sloping land (7-12o) or partially located on highly sloping land (12o+). The areas that are highly sloping contain no spread buffer zones to reduce the risk of surface runoff when applying the wastes to the fields.  The wastes will be applied to the fields via band spreader or injection which are appropriate methods to apply the liquid wastes to the field. As the wastes are being applied directly to the grounds surface or inject
