About the land you want to treat.
1. You have stated that you want to treat agricultural land but have not provided the CPH number in the application form. You have provided two landowner confirmations in the application; these documents provide 3 differing CPH numbers for the fields in this deployment, two of which match the information given in your benefit statement section 2.1. However, none of these numbers match our records, and it is not clear what fields the CPH numbers you have provided apply to.
ACTION: Confirm the CPH numbers for each field in this application.

The form does not allow for multiple CPH numbers, hence I have listed them in section 2.1 of the ABS, with confirmation from the land occupier in appendix C. I am not aware as to why there is a discrepancy, would it be possible to supply additional information as to why the number you have differs from the one that the land occupier has?

About the storage
2. You have identified a storage lagoon in this application, but your benefit statement and odour management plan suggest that the wastes will be directly transferred to the deployment equipment.
ACTION: Clarify if the storage is to be used. If this is Yes, then adjust your operational process in the benefit statement to reflect this. If No, then confirm removal of the storage from the application.

The storage location is stated in appendix F with the NGR given in 4.3.

3. The proposed lagoon storage is 6.5 miles from the Land at Glen Rafon. The SR2010 No4 Table 2.1 requires, under R13: Storage of wastes pending the operation numbered R10, that the storage be at the place where it is to be used.
ACTION: Confirm that the proposed storage will only be used for deployment on Land at Sarn Fadog. Also amend your benefit statement to describe how the wastes will be received and deployed on Land at Glen Rafon. 

The storage lagoon will only be used for Sarnfadog. ABS amended.

4. In your application you have provided Appendix E – nutrient calculator Sarn Fadog. This spreadsheet includes a tab for Washwater including an application rate, yet this material is not mentioned elsewhere in your deployment application.
ACTION: Confirm that this material is not included in this deployment application and provide an amended nutrient calculator.

Agricultural Benefit Statement
5. [bookmark: _Hlk127965810]In your benefit statement, section 8.0 Potential sensitive receptors, you have noted that there are no Groundwater Source Protection Zones (SPZ) and no Sites of Special Scientific Interest within 500m of the notified area at Sarn Fadog, but you do not identify if there are any within 500m of the Land at Glen Rafon.
ACTION: Ensure that section 8.0 of your benefit statement refers to all areas of land include within this deployment - Land at Glen Rafon AND Sarn Fadog.

[bookmark: _Hlk128132594]Odour Management Plan
6. Your odour management plan, section 11.2 states that the operational site is located to the north of Nebo. This is not correct as this deployment also includes the Land at Sarn Fadog which is to the southwest of Nebo. 
ACTION: Amend your odour management plan to take into account all of the land included in this application.

Clarification added.

7. Your OMP, section 11.4, refers to the delivery of liquid waste by tanker but then states that effluent/sludges will be spread direct to land. It also suggests that the wastes will be transferred between the delivery vehicle and the tractor hauled tanker.
ACTION: Clarify that the OMP covers the delivery of all wastes within the deployment and whether the proposed storage will be used. The latter should also include mitigation for potential odours from delivery to and storage of wastes in the lagoon.

The OMP does cover the delivery/transfer by both tanker and that the tanker may spread directly to land. Both options possible, albeit less likely in the case of the tanker both transporting the liquid and spreading it.

8. Your OMP, section 11.5 potential control of odour and section 11.9 controls during receipt of waste, states that the transfer of waste/effluent is direct and does not mention controls for the proposed storage.
ACTION: Confirm if this is direct to the tractor hauled tanker or to the proposed storage. If the proposed storage is to be used, then amend your OMP to include the controls for the proposed storage.

Material will either be hauled to the field site and transferred directly to the application equipment, or it may be taken to the storage lagoon, depending on operational requirements at the time.

9. Your OMP, section 11.6 control measures refers to receipt and spreading but does not refer to the proposed storage.
ACTION: Amend your OMP to include controls for the proposed storage.

OMP amended to include storage

10. Your OMP section 11.13 actions contingencies and responsibilities table relates only to spreading and not receipt or storage. 
ACTION: Amend your OMP to take into account receipt and storage of the wastes.

11. Your OMP section 11.13.1 odour control in the event of accidents and emergencies suggests that during very hot conditions the effluent will be injected to minimise the evaporation of odour from the ground surface. There are no other references to this method of delivery throughout your benefit statement.
ACTION: Confirm the methodology and equipment for this injection and that the equipment is readily available. You should also amend your benefit statement, section 4.1 material application, to identify this and include benefits and risks of this method of delivery.

Section 4.1 refers to how a trailing shoe adaptor works, for clarity I have amended the word rubber injection cone’ to ‘rubber application cone’. There is also a picture that shows the actual trailing shoe applicator used by the operator.

Soil nitrogen supply
12. The SNS for field 4726 has been given as a numerical value. This should be given as low, moderate, or high, not a numerical value given the next crop on this field is to be Grass (Silage). 
ACTION: Review RB209 (Section 3, Table 3.6, page 13) and provide the correct SNS status for field 4726.

Amended, however the soil status refers to the previous crop, not the subsequent one, as stated in RB209, Section 3, step 2, page 23. Low residual nitrogen vegetables (‘low N vegetables’) are crops such as carrots, onions, radish, swedes or turnips, in which the amount of crop residue is relatively small
