Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for Trefenter operated by Mr Robert Guichard.

The permit number is EPR-CB3799CJ.
The discharge is for a new surface water discharge at Troedyfoel, Trefenter, Aberystwyth, SY23 4HJ.  The discharge location NGR is SN 60579 68278.
The package treatment plant system will be serving 2x residential properties, 3 and 1 bedroom respectively.  The PTP conform to current British Standards BS 12566. The treated effluent is domestic in nature. The discharge is into an unnamed drain of the Nant Rhydroser.  A sewage effluent discharge of a low volume 1.2 m3/day has been estimated.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The discharge activity screens out from needing further assessment under WFD as it is not in a water body at high status or high status for morphology, and it is listed in Annex D as a low risk activity plus there is no in combination impact.

WFD stage 1 screening has been completed and the activity/project have been ruled out as not requiring any further WFD Regulations 2017 assessment. Or, further assessment is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any water body or Protected Area.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	ü

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.

Formal consultation has been carried out with Local Conservation Officer.  The consultation response (Annex 2) was taken into account in the permitting decision.

	Habitat Regulation Assessment for a designated site under the EU Habitats Directive
	No FORM 1 completed:

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site.

An appropriate risk screening has been undertaken “Existing Sewage equal to or less than 2 m3/d to SW” screening to a radius of 500m from the proposed discharge point.  The proposed discharge is deemed outside of any Natura 2000/Ramsar sites for this screening assessment.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.
