HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site for the following reasons:

· Field BG 1 is the closest field to the River Usk SAC located 456 meters away. There is a 10m no spread buffer zone in field BG1 on the border of the Cwm Nant-Ddu stream to mitigate the risk of nutrients and/or PTEs entering the stream which could potentially lead to the River Usk SAC. This buffer zone complies with SRP.

· Field BG 1 is located on flat to gently sloping land (0-7o) and does not pose a surface runoff risk as long as wastes are spread in line with the submitted documents. 	

· Wastes will be spread via tractor and tanker using a low-trajectory splash plate. Which is an appropriate application method for the waste type (EWC 19 09 02).

· All fields under this deployment have a greater overall offtake of phosphate than is being added by the spreading, so the overall levels of phosphate in the soils will decrease from their current level within the 12 month period of this deployment. There will be no overall phosphate increase to the land as a result of this application. Therefore it is unlikely excess phosphate will leachate into the Cwm Nant-Ddu stream as the soil will effectively uptake the phosphorous.

· Water courses/springs have been appropriately buffered in accordance with the stand rules permit to prevent nutrients and/or PTEs from entering the water courses/ SAC. 

· High Aluminium sludges (DCWW Cefn Dryscoed) will not be spread on fields with a soil p.H with less than 6. 

· All wastes streams are non-stackable liquid sludges, so dust will not be generated during the activity. and as such, no dust from this activity should enter any protected water courses/SAC.

· Wastes will be spread at appropriate times when the crop will benefit from the nutrients provided spring (late Feb – Apr), and after cutting of silage (2 cuts) through summer and autumn Applications will be carried out when ground conditions are suitable in line with COGAP.

·  A site-specific risk assessment has been provided by the operator to take into account any potential issues and has provided appropriate mitigation measures to protect the SAC and other sensitive sites from harm.

· The maximum application rate for each field may be split into multiple applications and will not exceed 50t/ha in any one application to a field to reduce the risk of surface runoff and to insure nutrients are effectively up taken by the soils.

· Sampling methods will be consistent with those set out in the RB209, and the analysis for PTEs are consistent with the code of agricultural practice. 




	Comments

	Consultation responses: 

1. A comment was left to implement a no spread buffer zone around surface water in field N17. This was requested in the request for information 2. 

2. It was requested a Spring in field Penderyn 3 is buffered by 50 meters. It was communicated to the commenting officer that these fields (Penderyn 1-4) were removed from the deployment due to being located on a source protection 1. 

3. A comment was left to ensure that the applicant notifies NRW a minimum of 2 days prior to spreading. This was mentioned in the request for information 2 as a note. 


4. Concerns were raised with Some field having a low p.H and spreading alum rich sludge. It was explained to the commenting officer that one field is below a pH of 6 and cannot receive the alum based sludge as per TGN 8.01. 

5. A comment was left regarding the fields being not within 10 miles of the main farm address. It was explained to the commenting officer the fields are within a 10 mile radius of the main farm address where a map was used to confirm this. 

6. Concerns were raised with spreading EWC 19 09 02 on fields located near the Cwm Cadlan SSSI/SAC. These fields have now been removed from the deployment due the fields being located on an source protect zone 1, which is not permitted in the standard rules permit. As a result the SSSI/SAC is not in screening distance to the other fields of this deployment. The commenting officer was made aware of this.   

7. A comment was left stating fields Penderyn 1-4 are suitable to spread on. These fields were removed from the deployment as they are located on an source protection 1 zone.

Fields Penderyn 1, 2, 3 & 4 are located on a source protect zone 1. ‘Penderyn Bh source protect zone’. As a result these fields need to be removed from the deployment application as wastes cannot be stored or spread within an source protect zone 1 as stated in the SRP paragraph 2.1.7.

Areas of land that are highly sloping (12o+) have no spread buffer zones implemented to reduce the risk of surface runoff and/or leachate. The areas of land that are moderately sloping will still receive wastes where the wastes will be applied as followed: 

· The waste will be spread via an appropriate method for the waste type (low trajectory splash plate). The low trajectory method will help reduce the risk of nutrients running off the field.

· No more than 50t/ha will be spread on a field in any 3-week period to allow the field to effectively uptake the wastes.

· Non stackable sludges do not pose the highest risk of runoff in comparison to non-stackable liquids. 

The overall risk of surface runoff and/or leachate can be mitigated if the wastes are spread in line with the submitted documents I.e. Agricultural benefit statement.
