· Non-tech summary states an increase of throughput to 250,000 tonnes per annum but Part C4 form states 25,000. Confirm correct tonnage. 250,000 tonnes per annum throughout for site.
· OPRA states site is on a flood plain; not the case. OPRA amended.
· Sections of SRP to be kept and sections to not be transferred not clear. All contents of SRP to be carried over, other than location criteria, as not required under the bespoke.  
· Images of TCM certificates not clear. Original and continuing competence for Rita Vassallo provided.

· Applicant now requires a refund: new variation fee from amended OPRA is £3692, have paid £3796. Refund needed of £104.
