An issue is located 18 metres from the permitted site boundary. SR2008No11 states permitted activities cannot take place within 50 metres of any well spring or borehole used for the supply of water for human consumption. The water resources permitting team were queried on this issue on the 09/02/2023 and concluded as there is no licensed or deregulated abstractions nearby, that the issue does not supply water for human consumption. As a result the application has met the stand rules criteria.
