Brief Description of proposal:

DCWW have applied to vary the discharge permit for Crymych WwTW Storm Discharge as the WwTW has been given an ND1 driver – scheme to meet the requirements of the Water Framework Directive (WFD) No Deterioration for Ammonia. The scheme proposed to meet this driver includes a new inlet works and treatment process which will provide an increase in the Pass Forward Flow (PFF) from 12.19 litres per second (l/s) to 12.37 l/s which is 6xDWF. Since the works will treat flows to 6xDWF, it is proposed that the existing storm tanks are abandoned and the screened storm overflow will discharge directly to the watercourse. A storm spills assessment has been undertaken to assess the impact of this proposal which can be found in the solutions document supplied as part of the application here on the DMS. An application to vary the Crymych WwTW Final Effluent discharge permit BP0044401 as part of this scheme was issued on 25/04/2018.
