Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for Sunny View Caravan Park operated by Mr Lee Bebb.

The permit number is EPR/CB3896CA.
[bookmark: _Hlk131436068]The permit regulates the new discharge of treated sewage effluent, a maximum of 9 cubic metres per day from a caravan park consisting of 20 static caravans. The discharge will be treated by a package treatment plant treating better than British Standard BS12566. The discharge will pass from the package treatment plant to a pond then a reed bed then another pond before it is piped to a ditch that leads to an unnamed tributary of Nant Rhyd-ros lan. There is also another discharge at the site which is permitted under: S/01/568188/S. We are issuing a new permit for this site rather than varying the existing permit because this new permit is for a discharge to a different watercourse.



We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
· ATU-BOD as O2 – 20mg/l
· Suspended solids (measured after drying at 105o C) – 30mg/l
· Ammoniacal nitrogen (expressed as N) – 5mg/l

The limits have been set to ensure continued compliance with current and future WFD requirements of the Nant Rhyd-ros lan and to protect the receiving water course from pollution. The limits have been set in compliance with current guidance: No Deterioration policy.
