Field 36 have areas of land (27 meter in width) in red which represents highly sloping land 12o+. This area is covered by a 35 meter no spread zone to mitigation the risk of nutrients and or PTEs from enter the SAC/ SSSI. 
[bookmark: _Hlk104795979]Fields 31, 33 , 35, 37 & 38 have areas of land that are moderately sloping (7-12o) seen in yellow. The runoff risk of these wastes will be mitigated by:
· Wastes will be applied by trailing shoe which apply the wastes closer to the soil (accurate) and avoid nutrient losses.  

· No more than 50t/ha will be spread on a field in any 3-week period to allow the soils to effectually uptake the wastes.
