· Provide information on commissioning, operating and maintenance procedures to show emissions from treatment processes will not cause pollution or harm to human health. Provided within “WTP Operation and Maintenance”. 
· Update the CSM/risk assessment to refer to nearby protected sites. Added.
· Updated documentation to address any potential impacts form soil gases. Negligable risk to changes in ground gas levels. Recorded in Geoenvironmental Interprative Report. 
· Update the site plan to be in line with the requirements of our B2 guidance. Updated.
