Bespoke permit 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]We have decided to grant the permit for Riverside Camping operated by Mr. Adam Hummel.  
The application number is PAN-019569. 
The permit number is EPR/CB3990CK.

The permit regulates a new bespoke surface water discharge from a Package Treatment Plant that meets British Standards 12566, to the Afon Seiont. The system will serve a holiday glamping development with 19 separate glamping pods with a maximum daily discharge of 11.4m3/day of secondary treated effluent.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
