Bespoke permit 


We have decided to grant the permit for Bryncastell Farm operated by Mr Dafydd Jones.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-020905
The permit number is EPR/CB3990FF
[bookmark: _Hlk137102982]Permit is to discharge a total of 6 cubic meters of diluted waste sheep dip to land. The discharge is made up of 1.5 cubic meters of waste working strength sheep dip diluted using 4.5 cubic meters of slurry or water to achieve the ratio of 1:3 (waste dip: slurry/water).
The discharge is to be made twice a year, in August and September, to two separate parcels of land (as shown in schedule 7 of the permit) that are permanent grazing. The minimum area required for each disposal is 0.3 hectares.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	WFD stage 1 screening has been completed and the activity/project have been ruled out as not requiring any further WFD Regulations 2017 assessment. Or, further assessment is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any water body or Protected Area.

A groundwater L1 risk assessment has been completed and reviewed by internal geoscience experts and the activity has been deemed acceptable as defined in the issued permit.

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant .

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The measures proposed meet that as defined in EPR 2016 and those set out in Groundwater protection codes for Wales -Sheep dip.

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.
