	Description of proposal: 
	A land spreading application to spread a total of 8 waste streams for the waste codes 19 09 02 & 19 06 06 at Crugmore farm, Penparc. Wastes are to be spread on grass fields for silage and aftermath grazing. Total tonnage to spread is 3286 tonnes.

The waste will be spread over 24.34 hectares of land within the listed fields at Crugmore farm. Stackable wastes will be stored in field heaps (5 stores) and then spread onto the fields. Non-stackable wastes will be spread on delivery. It is intended that stackable wastes are to be applied to the land by a conventional rear discharge spreader. Non-stackable wastes are intended to be surface spread by tractor and tanker using a low-trajectory splash plate. The Digestate (EWC 19 06 06) will be spread by a tractor and tanker using a trailing shoe injector.

The wastes may be applied separately or in combination. If the wastes are applied in combination the total combined amount applied will not exceed 250t/ha, the total nitrogen loading will be less than 250kg/ha, and the amount of available nitrogen and total or available phosphate and potash will not exceed the fertiliser recommendation or the amount removed in crop offtake, whichever is the greater. 

Fields 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7 have soil pH below 6, therefore no alum based sludge will be spread on these field as per TGN 8.01. 

Targeted periods of spreading on grass fields include spring 2024 between may and June, after cutting of silage (2 cuts), and applications may oalso occur in sumer and autumn between august and September of 2023. 
No more than 50t/ha will be spread on each field in any 3-week period 
and no more than 250t/ha will be spread within any 12-month period. 

The land spreading activity will comply with the Code of Good Agricultural Practice guidelines (COGAP).

The SSSI borders field 4 and 5 as seen on the map below. There is a 20 meter no spread zone in place (red areas) so no landspreading will occur 20 meters of the SSSI.

22. Storage of materials on or against pit faces and landform features.

The following SSSI features and mechanisms of impact have been considered to assess the likelihood of damage: 

Pleistocene/Quaternary fluvioglacial landform assemblage and sediments dating back to the Devensian Ice Age. 

Impact pathways include surface run-off and/or leachate if waste isn’t spread in accordance with the site plan i.e. spreading in areas above the SSSI leading to nutrient enrichment. Potential ammonia volatilisation of EWC 19 06 06 could temporarily make access to the site challenging due to the unpleasant smell of ammonia in the air.    
Improperly located field heaps in close proximity to the site could pose a risk of run-off and/or leaching of nutrients.  


	Decision

	i) The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 


· 20m no spread buffer zone applied in fields 4 & 5 from SSSI boundary.

· No more than 50t/ha will be spread on a field in any 3-week period.

· The SSSI is at a higher elevation than the proposed spreading fields. So in the unlikely circumstance of surface runoff and/or leachate, gravity would protect the site from receiving nutrients. 

· The location of field heaps are located away from the SSSI boundary (nearest field heap is located 150 meters downslope of SSSI boundary).

· Advice provided regarding protected spieces at Banc y Warren shows that spieces associated should not be adversely affected by the acitivy (available in the DMS).   

· Ammonia smell should be mitigated via subsoil waste injection of 19 06 06.
