· Failure of the abatement plant.
	At 20:22H on Saturday 4_5_2019 the lime dosing sequence tripped the line delivery pressure. Following investigation, the sequence was reset and restarted at 2100H. This resulted in higher than normal 30-minute averages for that period that in turn elevated the daily average.  Daily average for Saturday 4_5_2019 calculated to be 10.41mg/m3 when the ELV is 10mg/m3.


	How did the abnormal operation end? (e.g. plant repaired, reaching maximum permitted duration, initiation of shutdown, etc.)
	Viridor employees who were on Night Shift in the Control Room reviewed situation and acted in accordance with procedures to increase lime dosing. The boiler load was also dropped from 80T/hr to 72T/hr to ensure HCl was comprehensively treated.

After the lime dosing was reset the HCl emission rate returned to normal values of circa 7mg/m3.  
All other emissions remained under ELV.
